Once you are on the SuperMatch College Search, setup the following paramters:
1. Click on “My Scores” Tab
a. Under “My SAT score”  and the “My ACT Composite Score”, move the cursor to the scores that match your “high school path”.  Your “high school path” was determined by your GPA.  For example, if your “high school path” is based on having a 3.00 – 3.49, you can select test  scores between 1300 – 1700 for the SAT score and 21 – 24 for the ACT Composite Score.  You can find the “High School Paths” from the activity sheet My GPA and How It Relates to College.
b. Under “My unwieghted high school GPA” move the cursor to your current grade point average (If you are a student with a GPA below a 2.0, place the cursor to 2.0)
c. Click on the circle must have.

2. After you have inputted the information, go to the “School Type” tab and select “Traditional college/university.  Afterward, click on the circle must have.

3. After you have done this, you should see school listed on the right.

4. You are now ready to do COLLEGE RESEARCH!

5. Research 3 universites.  All of the information must be placed into Naviance

JOURNAL ENTRY:  My 3 Colleges and Universities Research (The Journal Entry needs to have 3 colleges that your researched and the writing prompt).

For each university, you need to find out the following information:

a. When you select a school, click on “More Info…”

i. What is the Tuition and Fees (Residential/Nonresidential)?

ii. What is the school size?

iii. Is it a public or private school?

iv. What is the Room and Board Fee (if applicable)

v. What is the rentention rate?

1. Rentention rate is the percentage rate of students who stay at the university or college after the first year.  Here is an example:

2. At State University there are 100 freshman students.  The retention rate for freshman is 96%.  How many students are expected to stay at State University after their first year? (Answer is 96)

b. Click on more school info

i. What majors from this college interest you.  If you have any questions about majors, ask your advisory teachers.

c. Now click on “Admissions Tab”  
i. How many Freshman applied to the college?  How many got accepted?

ii. What is the avegare combined ACT Score

iii. What is the combined SAT Score.

iv. What is the the Average GPA of the student?

Writing Prompt:  

As you review the information you have gathered on the 3 colleges...

a. What are the differences and similarities of the colleges (for example, are they public/private schools, small/large popluation, etc.) you selected?
b.  Which college stood out to you the most? Based on the data you collected, what factors made this college stand out from the other two? (This is the college you will do more research on).
Directions on how to submit JOURNALS in Naviance

1. Log into Naviance:  connection.naviance.com/btech

2. Click on the “About Me” tab

3. Click on the “Journal Link”

4. Click “add new entry”

5. Type in your Journal Entry Title

6. Share the Journal Entry with teachers and counselors.

7. After you complete your journal entry, click on Add New Journal Entry.
